l. Ensure that an O4 or higher verifies the DA Form 1156 before pushing it forward.

    m. All death’s will be reviewed by MAJ Cuntz prior to submission to Cas Ops. If MAJ Cuntz is not present then the XO, LTC Heintzelman, will review.

5. Ensure that Brigade/Battalions prepare Letters of Condolence and Sympathy IAW AR 600-8-1, chapter 8, for:

               - Letters of Sympathy will be written within 7 days after death or 
                 after submitting the initial casualty report.  The first field-grade 

                 commander in the chain of command prepares and sends the 
                 official letter of sympathy.
                     - Don’t send or date the letter until PNOK has been notified

                     - If the PNOK are separated or divorced, prepare and send 

                       individual letters to each PNOK.
                          - Both Brigade and Battalion S1 will check the Soldier’s DD 
                             Form 93 (Record of Emergency Data) to verify NOK 

                             names, addresses, whether NOK is still alive, and whether 

                             or not the Soldier wants them to be notified or not; prior 

                            to mailing all letters of  sympathy and condolence.

      -SFC Johnson will go to the IO in BAF to pick up a copy of Ramp Ceremony CD and forward it to the TF Spartan S1 in Salerno.

7. UNIT REPS:  The Battalions may send one per deceased, in the grade of at least E6 from the theatre. This soldier is the Commands representative at the funeral.  It can come from the Rear-D.  From Theatre they travel and fly TDY to FT Drum through Dover with the remains and attend the funeral. It may be a week or more before the Funeral so they remain with the Rear D at FT Drum.  The follow on orders from FT Drum to the funeral will be cut through the CAC. Upon completion, the soldier redeploys to theatre through the Rear-D.  You must ensure that the 1610’s for unit reps state that they are traveling as a “Unit Representative”.  This will facilitate their movement to the funeral.
8. CLOSEOUT THE REPORT

CLOSEOUT 1156 with name of MD that pronounced SM as a casualty and the Date Time Group that the remains were flown out of theatre.  Send this to CASOPS and to the bridge at CJ1 when the remains fly out of BAF.

9. Prepare information for GOMO.

The unit must prepare a short personal synopsis on each deceased and send to  the BDE S1 and after approval from CJ1 LTC Coulson the synopsis is forwarded to GOMO.  Each narrative is personal about the deceased highlighting the individual attributes of the SM and their contributions to the unit and how they will be fondly remembered.  “What you would say at a memorial service.”  Nothing derogative should be covered in it.

10. Continue to track all casualties and their duty status
