(1) Phase I:  Planning.  Begins with the issue of a verbal Warning Order.  Each unit or section

plans and coordinates resources.

(2) Phase II:  Rehearsal.  There is only one rehearsal.

(a) The S3 team will mark Victory Grove Field on 201200JUN2001.
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(b) Key Personnel:  Commander of Troops (COT); Bde CSM; Bde Color Bearer; 

Battalion/Squadron CSMs, BN/SQDN Color Bearer; Company/Troop 1SGs; Guidons and guidon bearers; representative from the band; Narrator; Commo set-up and operational.

NARRATOR:  “BEFORE TODAY’S CEREMONY BEGINS, THE 113TH ARMY BAND UNDER THE DIRECTION OF CW3 HAMMOND PRESENTS A PRE-CEREMONIAL CONCERT FEATURING

______________________ (music Selection)”.

1615:  All  units in place on the final line, and at parade rest.

1628:  NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE BE SEATED, THE CEREMONY WILL BEGIN IN TWO MINUTES”.

1630:

NARRATOR  Reads Introduction:

“GOOD AFTERNOON LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, AND WELCOME TO THE 1ST ARMOR TRAINING BRIGADE’S TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY CEREMONY.  THE OUTGOING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM ROBERT L. SCHOFIELD AND THE INCOMING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM JAMES L. GREEN.  AT THIS TIME, TO HONOR THE WIVES OF THE INCOMING AND OUTGOING BRIGADE COMMAND SERGEANT’S MAJOR, A BOUQUET OF FLOWERS WILL BE PRESENTED TO MRS. SCHOFIELD AND MRS. GREEN BY NCO’S OF 2-46 INFANTRY”.

NARRATOR:  (After presenting the flowers will announce)

“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN COL WILLIAM J. BLANKMEYER IS THE HOST FOR TODAY’S CEREMONY, AND THE COMMANDER OF TROOPS IS COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR SCHOFIELD.”

NARRATOR:  LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE STAND FOR THE INVOCATION GIVEN TODAY BY CHAPLAIN HUTCHESON THE 1ST ARMOR TRAINING BRIGADE CHAPLAIN.

NARRATOR:

“UNITS PARTICIPATING IN TODAY’S CEREMONY ARE FROM LEFT TO RIGHT:

THE 113TH UNITED STATES ARMY BAND COMMANDED BY CW3 HAMMOND.

HEADQUARTERS AND HEADQUARTERS COMPANY 1ST ARMOR TRAINING BRIGADE, THE FIRST SERGEANT IS 1SG WILLIAM WALLACE.

1ST BN, 81ST ARMOR,  THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM MAJOR WASHINGTON.

2ND BN, 81ST ARMOR, THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM SAMUEL WILSON.

3RD BN, 81ST ARMOR, THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAAJOR IS CSM JESSE DAVIS.

5 SQDN, 15TH CAVALRY, THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM LARRY HESTER.

1ST BN, 46TH INFANTRY, THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM WAYNE ANDREWS.

2ND BN, 46TH INFANTRY, THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM  DURAND THOMAS.

46TH BN, AG, THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS CSM RALPH RUSCH.

COT:  BRINGS THE BRIGADE TO ATTENTION, FACES ABOUT, AND AWAITS THE REVIEWING PARTY TO TAKE THEIR PLACE ON THE FIELD.

REVIEWING PARTY:  MOVES TO THEIR POSITIONS ON THE FIELD WHEN THE COT FACE ABOUT.

COT:  WHEN REVIEWING PARTY HAS HALTED AT THEIR POSITION, THE COT FACES ABOUT AND DIRECTS, “BRING YOUR UNITS TO PRESENT ARMS”.

ANNEX B (Sequence of Events) TO OPERATIONS ORDER 13-01

UNIT CSMs:  FACE ABOUT AND COMMAND (IN SEQUENCE) “PRESENT ARMS.  THEN FACE ABOUT AND SALUTE.

COT:  WHEN ALL UNITS ARE AT PRESENT ARMS, FACES ABOUT AND SALUTES.

COL BLANKMEYER:  RETURNS COT’S SALUTE.

COT:  DROPS HIS SALUTE FACES ABOUT AND DIRECTS:  “BRING YOUR UNIT’S TO ORDER ARMS.”

UNIT CSMs:  FACE ABOUT AND COMMAND (IN SEQUENCE) “ORDER ARMS.  THEN FACE ABOUT.

COT:  Commands: “ COMMAND SERGEANT’S MAJOR AND COLORS, CENTER (pause) MARCH”, on the command CENTER, the CSMs and Colors face to the center; On the command MARCH,  CSMs and Colors move toward the center, Mark Time March, Halt and Face Center with command from 5-15 CAV CSM.

COT:  Commands over his shoulder “Forward March”.  The COT, Colors, and CSMs w/Colors march forward and move to the designated position.

COT:  Faces about and directs, bring your unit’s to “Present Arms”, faces about and salutes.  

COL BLANKMEYER/CSM GREEN:  Salutes.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLAYING OF THE NATIONAL ANTHEM”.

BAND:  Plays National Anthem.

NARRATOR:  At the conclusion of the National Anthem states:  “PLEASE BE SEATED”.

COL BLANKMEYER/CSM GREEN:  Drop Salutes.

COT:  Faces about and directs “Bring your Unit’s to Order Arms and Parade Rest”, and directs Detachment “Order Arms and Parade Rest”.

COL BLANKMEYER/CSM GREEN:  moves to a designated area in front of BDE Colors.  CSM Green takes one additional 30 inch step and faces to the center.

COT:  Removes the BDE Colors from the carrier (with his right hand above his left hand) and faces about.

NARRATOR:  reads the Transfer of Authority Orders:

“ EFFECTIVE 20 JUNE 2001, CSM ROBERT L. SCHOFIELD, COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR OF THE 1ST ARMOR TRAINING BRIGADE; U.S. ARMY ARMOR CENTER, FORT KNOX, KENTUCKY, TRANSFERS AUTHORITY AND RESPONSIBILITY TO CSM JAMES L. GREEN”.

COT:  Upon completion of the reading of The “Transfer of Authority” Orders, CSM Schofield steps forward and presents the Brigade Colors to COL Blankmeyer (1) who grasps the Brigade Colors with his Left Hand above his Right Hand and passes it to CSM Green (2) who grasps the Brigade Colors with his Right Hand above his Left Hand and places the Brigade Colors back in the Color Bearers Sling.

CSM SCHOFIELD:  While the Brigade Colors are being placed back in the Color Bearers sling, CSM Schofield centers himself (1) 30” in front of and to the right side of COL Blankmeyer.
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ANNEX B (Sequence of Events) TO OPERATION ORDER 13-01

CSM GREEN:  Returns to his original position centered on COL Blankmeyer.

CSM GREEN:  Give the command center (CSM Schofield and CSM Green execute facing movement toward the podium, COL Blankmeyer faces About.  On the command “March”  CSM Schofield and CSM Green cross position and move along side of COL Blankmeyer to a designated position and execute an “About Face”.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE COMMANDER OF THE 1ST ARMOR TRAINING BRIGADE, COL WILLIAM J. BLANKMEYER”.

COL BLANKMEYER:  Remarks.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE OUTGOING COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR, CSM ROBERT L. SCHOFIELD”.

CSM SCHOFIELD:  Remarks.

NARRATOR:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR OF THE 1ST ARMOR TRAINING BRIGADE, CSM JAMES L. GREEN.

CSM GREEN:  Remarks.

CSM GREEN:  Upon completion of his remarks assumes the position in front of the Brigade Colors and directs “Bring your Unit’s to Attention”.  (Detachment come to Attention).

CSM GREEN:  Directs “Detachment Post”  CSMs and Color execute and about face.  On the command “March”  CSMs and Colors take the most direct route back to their BN/SQDN and face about.  CSM Green and the Brigade Colors March back to the original position, and prepare for “RETREAT”.

NARRATOR:  When CSM Green faces about, announce:  “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE RISE FOR THE PLAYING OF GARY OWEN, THE ARMOR CENTER MARCH AND THE ARMY SONG”.

CSM GREEN:  At 1700, CSM Green faces about and Direct “Bring your Unit’s to Present Arms”  turns about and salutes.  After the completion of RETREAT CSM Green faces about and directs “Bring your Unit’s to Order Arms and faces about.

NARRATOR:  “ LADIES AND GENTLEMEN THIS CONCLUDES TODAY’S CEREMONY.  THERE WILL BE A RECEPTION TO WELCOME CSM AND MRS GREEN IN THE COPPLE CENTER.  THANK YOU FOR YOUR ATTENDANCE AND HAVE A PLEASANT DAY.”
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
