8.  NARRATOR:  The 89th Military Police Group was constituted in the Regular Army on 19 February 1966 and activated on 15 March 1966 in the Republic of Vietnam. The mission of the 89th MP Group was to provide general MP support for the III and IV Corps Tactical Zones. With the removal of US forces from Vietnam, the organization was inactivated on 21 December 1971. On 13 September 1972 the unit was activated at Fort Lewis, Washington. 
The 89th Military Police Group was designed to command and control the operations of three to five MP Battalions and other assigned or attached units. Additionally, it provided a Provost Marshal Staff Section to the Corps headquarters when assigned as the Senior Military Police Organization.

The 89th Military Police Group remained at Fort Lewis until 21 February 1976 when the colors were transferred to Fort Hood, Texas. On 16 July 1981 the 89th Military Police Group was reorganized as the 89th Military Police Brigade.

The 89th Military Police Brigade has deployed around the world in support of US Army missions everywhere, whether during war or humanitarian service. Such operations include Desert Shield and Desert Storm 1990-91; disaster relief after Hurricane Hugo 1993; and Operation Sea Signal in support of JTF-160 in Guantanamo Bay, Cuba, June-November 1994.

Most recently, the 89th Military Police Brigade has successfully fulfilled a myriad of huge responsibilities throughout the globe and at Ft. Hood. In January of 2004, the Brigade deployed to Iraq where it began operations of training Iraqi police officers and area security.  The Brigade was responsible for all of Baghdad, which included two MP Battalions and covered the most dangerous cities and routes in Iraq.  Since its return from Iraq, the Brigade has continued its peacetime mission on Fort Hood, Texas.  It has seen the changing of the guard of sorts in relation to law enforcement.  The Department of the Army police officers have integrated into Fort Hood and have been performing law and order duties alongside the 89th Military Police Brigade.  

As the Brigade prepares to deploy and embrace the challenges and responsibility of training police forces throughout the country of Iraq, the Staff and Soldiers are prepared to execute the mission with intensity, pride, and honor. Griffins!  PROVEN IN BATTLE!
