(Note; Prelude music plays before ceremony begins)

(Music is turned down but still audible: 1SG calls the company to attention and gives the command of “1st and 2nd tour Combat Veterans Post”, then both formations of 1st Tour Combat Veterans and 2nd Tour Combat Veterans take four steps forward; platoon on the left and right, with middle platoon standing fast)

NARRATOR: LADIES AND GENTLEMEN OUR SOLDIERS HERE TODAY WILL RECEIVE AND DON A PATCH EARNED BY PAST VETERAN SOLDIERS WHO HAVE SERVED IN THE INITIAL ALLIED INVASION OF FRENCH NORTHWEST AFRICA, THE  ASSAULT LANDING AT SALERNO, ITALY, TO THE JUNGLES OF VIETNAM, THE ARABIAN DESERT, AND NOW THE  STREETS OF SADR CITY AND SALMAN PAK, IRAQ.  


WE WILL PAY SPECIAL RESPECT TO THOSE FEW IRON WARRIORS WHO HAVE SERVED THEIR COUNTRY IN THREE OR MORE COMBAT TOURS OF DUTY IN OIF OR OEF SINCE SEPTEMBER 11TH, 2001.

(CO comes forward and takes the company)

COMPANY COMMANDER’S REMARKS

(CO commands “Publish the order”
NARRATOR: ATTENTION TO ORDERS,
IN KEEPING WITH THE FINEST TRADITIONS OF THE UNITED STATES ARMY AND IN ACCORDANCE WITH AR 670-1, THE SOLDIERS OF THE SECOND BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM, FIRST ARMORED DIVISION SERVING IN OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM ARE AUTHORIZED TO WEAR THE SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA-FORMER WARTIME SERVICE, OR THE 1AD COMBAT PATCH.
(SOLDIERS TURN TO THE LEFT AND ATTACHE COMBAT PATCH)
COMMANDER ATTACHES LEFT RANK PATCHES.

(At the command, “Honored Veterans, Post”, the left and right two platoons take four steps backward, while the middle Platoon takes four steps forward.)

Note: Colonel comes forward, makes a few remarks [or not] and gives each a coin while the narrator begins below.
NARRATOR: (BEGINS HERALDRY REMARKS)

The distinctive insignia of the 1st Armored Division is drawn in bold colors characteristic of the division. The insignia is designed from the triangular coat-of-arms of the American World War II Tank Corps. The yellow, blue, and red colors of the shoulder sleeve insignia represent the combined arms nature of the armored division (Armor, Infantry, and Artillery). 
Superimposed on the triangle is the insignia of the former Seventh Cavalry Brigade (Mechanized), the predecessors of the Old Ironsides. The tank track represents mobility and armor protection, the gun denotes firepower, and the chain of lightening symbolizes speed and shock action. Mobility, firepower, and shock action are the basic attributes of Armor. 
The Arabic numeral in the apex of the triangle indicates the First Armor Division. The nickname of the division, officially sanctioned by the Department of the Army is emblazoned under the triangle and is an integral part of the insignia.
