TF 3-29 Combat Patch Ceremony Sequence of Events. 


Battalion is a parade rest at 0950

(Narrator @ 0958) PLEASE BE SEATED…THE CEREMONY WILL BEGIN MOMENTARILY. PLEASE TURN OFF ALL CELL PHONES AND ELECTRONIC EQUIPMENT
(Adjutant) Moves from position in staff to front of battalion,,,,,Calls Battalion to Attention. Gives the command “POST”
(BTRY/CO CDRs) Move to front of their formations
(Adjutant) Receives report from all units by giving the command “REPORT”
(BTRY/CO CDRs) Report “ALL PRESENT” in sequence (HHB, A BTRY, B BTRY, G FSC, A CO)

(Adjutant)  Adjutant, returns Salute and acknowledges report with “PACESETTERS”

(Adjutant)  after report is complete the Adjutant brings the unit to present arms and faces about “PRESENT ARMS”

(Adjutant)  Adjutant Faces about, renders Salute “SIR, THE TASK FORCE IS FORMED”
(BN CDR) Returns salute “POST”
(Adjutant)  Moves to her position in the staff formation.
(BN CDR) Gives the Command “ORDER ARMS” AND “Parade Rest” and faces about.
(Narrator)  As soon as Battalion Commander is at Parade Rest continue with welcome!
(Narrator) GOOD MORNING! WELCOME BRIGADIER GENERAL DEERING, COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR WILLIAMS, COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR BRIDGES,  COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR HIGH, GUEST AND SOLDIERS OF TASK FORCE PACESETTER, ON BEHALF OF LIEUTENANT COLONEL GREGORY AND COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR MILLER, WELCOME AND THANK YOU FOR ATTENDING TODAY’S CEREMONY TO PRESENT THE SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA – FORMER WARTIME SERVICE ALSO CALLED THE "COMBAT PATCH"……TO THE SOLDIERS OF TASK FORCE PACESETTER.  WE WILL NOW BEGIN THE CEREMONY, PLEASE STAND FOR THE INVOCATION GIVEN BY CHAPLAIN ESTANOL AND REMAIN STANDING FOR THE SINGING OUR NATIONAL ANTHEM BY PFC LOUCKS. 
(Chaplain Estanol) Invocation…
(LTC Gregory) AMEN is the que word for the Commander to conduct an about face, and call unit to “ATTENTION” and “PRESENT ARMS”….executes about face…and present arms
(Staff) executes all commands with the Battalion except present arms and order arms to render honors to the flag during the national anthem.  On the command of Present Arms the staff must face about and render salute….timed with CSM Miller
(PFC Loucks) National Anthem…

(Narrator) “PLEASE BE SEATED”
(LTC Gregory) Commander executes an about face, and brings unit to order arms 
(CSM Miller)  Miller is the cue for the CSM to Move to his position beside the BN CDR.
(Narrator) TODAY…WE WILL CONTINUE A TRADITION THAT BEGAN DURING THE LATTER YEARS OF WORLD WAR I, WHEN THE DEPARTMENT OF THE ARMY AUTHORIZED THE WEAR OF UNIT SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA ON THE RIGHT SHOULDER TO RECOGNIZE UNITS AND SOLDIERS WHO SERVED IN ….OR IN SUPPORT OF GROUND COMBAT OPERATIONS. ………….. LIEUTENANT COLONEL GREGORY WILL NOW BE JOINED BY COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR MILLER TO PRESENT SELECTED COMMANDERS AND STAFF WITH THE FOURTH INFANTRY DIVISION SHOULDER….SLEEVE…. INSIGNIA TO BE WORN ON THE RIGHT SHOULDER IN RECOGNITION OF… COMBAT SERVICE IN SUPPORT OF OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM 07-09. 
(LTC Gregory) Commander post the recipients “RECIPIENTS POST” 
(RECIPIENTS) MOVE TO CENTER OF FORMATION (S3 - A CDR - S1)

(LTC Gregory/CSM Miller) Move forward to present combat patches.

 (NARRATOR) “IN ACCORDANCE WITH ARMY REGULATION 670-1, PARAGRAPH 28-17 SOLDIERS ASSIGNED OR ATTACHED TO TASK FORCE PACESETTER, 3RD BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM, FOURTH INFANTRY DIVISION…… FORWARD OPERATING BASE PROSPERITY……BAGHDAD IRAQ ARE AUTHORIZED TO WEAR THE 4TH INFANTRY DIVISION SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA AS THEIR SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA – FORMER WAR TIME SERVICE.
(S3/S1/A CO CDR) recipients return to their position
(LTC Gregory) “COMMANDERS POST”

(LTC Gregory/CSM Miller) Present Commanders with 4ID Patches for their units.
(NARRATOR) “THE BATTALION COMMANDER AND COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR ARE NOW PRESENTING THE COMMANDERS WITH SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA FOR THEIR UNITS”

(LTC Gregory) “COMMANDERS PRESENT YOUR SOLDIERS WITH THEIR COMBAT PATCHES”  
(LTC Gregory/CSM Miller) returns to starting position and assume the position of Parade Rest
(CO/BTRY CDRs) Company Commander and First Sergeant present patches to Soldiers...upon completion of presenting patches to recipients Commanders, First Sergeants return to their original places and the commander, puts the unit at PARADE REST and executes an about face.

 (Narrator) <while the unit commanders present patches, read> THE BATTERY AND COMPANY COMMANDERS ACCOMPANIED BY THEIR FIRST SERGEANTS WILL NOW PRESENT THE FOURTH INFANTRY DIVISION SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA TO BE WORN ON THE RIGHT SHOULDER IN RECOGNITION OF COMBAT SERVICE IN SUPPORT OF OPERATION IRAQI FREEDOM 07-09 TO SELECT MEMBERS OF THEIR UNITS. 

THE SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA ITSELF ORIGINATED IN WORLD WAR I, WHEN AMERICAN VEHICLE AND BAGGAGE MARKINGS IN FRANCE, REFLECTING REGIONAL SYMBOLISM SUCH AS THE SOUTH CAROLINA WILDCAT, BECAME SHOULDER PATCHES IN 1918. THE 81ST INFANTRY DIVISION "WILDCAT" IS GENERALLY AGREED TO HAVE BEEN FIRST U.S. ARMY UNIT AUTHORIZED A SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA. THE SHOULDER SLEEVE INSIGNIA MORE COMMONLY KNOW AS A UNIT PATCH WAS AUTHORIZED BY GENERAL JOHN J. “BLACK JACK” PERSHING AND WAS OFFICIALLY ADOPTED BY THE U.S. ARMY ON OCTOBER 19, 1918, AND HAS BEEN WORN BY AMERICAN SOLDIERS EVER SINCE. SUBDUED PATCHES AND INSIGNIA WERE INTRODUCED DURING THE VIETNAM WAR AND WERE MADE MANDATORY FOR WEAR ON THE FIELD UNIFORM STARTING JULY 1, 1970.
(Narrator) Once all unit commanders are at parade rest in front of their formations move to remarks.
(Narrator) “THE BATTALION COMMANDER, LTC GREGORY”
(LTC Gregory)..BN CDR Remarks, remarks complete CDR returns to front of formation calls battalion to attention. 
(Narrator) PLEASE STAND FOR THE PLAYING OF THE FOURTH INFANTRY DIVISION SONG AND THE ARMY SONG. THE SONGS ARE ON THE REAR OF YOUR PROGRAM.
