FORMATION OF TROOPS

        :  All units will form in the designated troop staging area.

NOTE: 

Incoming and Outgoing Units will form in a company mass formation with a 8 man front, 6 soldiers in depth.  Each Company Commander and his Gideon Bearer will position themselves in front of their company with the 1SGs at the rear of the formation.  

        :  Units will be positioned on the final line 15 minutes prior to the start of the ceremony.  Upon reaching the final line unit commanders will align their units and command ” PARADE, REST.”

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, ON BEHALF OF LTC JOHN A. HEATH, WELCOME TO TODAY'S TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY CEREMONY.  WE ARE HAPPY THAT YOU ARE HERE AND HOPE THAT YOU ENJOY THE CEREMONY.  THE CEREMONY WILL BEGIN IN FIVE MINUTES.  THANK YOU.

       Narrator:
LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE BE SEATED, THE CEREMONY WILL BEGIN IN TWO MINUTES.  WE WANT EVERYONE TO ENJOY THE TRADITION AND PAGEANTRY OF TODAY’S EVENT, PLEASE REFRAME FROM GOING FORWARD OF THE REVIEWING STAND DURING THE CEREMONY.  WE ASK THAT YOU PLEASE TURN OFF ALL CELL PHONES AT THIS TIME.

NOTE: The narrator reads the two minute warning and, the COT call s the unit to attention, faces about, gives the command ATTENTION followed by PARADE REST, faces about and he goes to parade rest.

GOOD MORNING, LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, ON BEHALF OF LTC JOHN A. HEATH, THE COMMANDER OF unit, 878TH ECB (H), WELCOME TO TOMAHAWK VILLAGE, CAMP COOKE, IRAQ AND THE TRANSFER OF AUTHORITY CEREMONY BETWEEN 878TH ECB (H) COMMANDED BY LTC JOHN A. HEATH AND 980TH ECB(H), COMMANDED BY LTC EDMUND Y.H. CHING.  

THE REVIEWING OFFICER FOR TODAY’S CEREMONY IS COLONEL DYFIERD A. HARRIS COMMANDER OF THE 4th BRIGADE COMBAT TEAM, FIRST ARMORED DIVISION.  THE incoming unit COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR IS_______name AND THE COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR FOR OUT unit IS COMMAND SERGEANT MAJOR MARION WASHINGTON.  THE COT FOR TODAY’S CEREMONY IS THE unit EXECUTIVE OFFICER, MAJ name.

INVOCATION

LADIES AND GENTLEMEN PLEASE STAND AS (CHAPLAIN) CPT name GIVES THE INVOCATION.

NOTE:  The Chaplain moves forward and gives the invocation.  Upon completion of the invocation, the commanders in the Official Party form up.

Narrator: LADIES AND GENTLEMEN WILL YOU PLEASE BE SEATED.   

ARRIVAL OF THE OFFICIAL PARTY PRESENTATION OF HONORS
COT:  

Once everyone is seated, COT will come to attention, executes an about face and command “BATTALION ATTENTION, PRESENT ARMS” COT executes an about face, The CMD Group will move forward halt in front of the COT.  

The COT will present arms to the Division Commander, SIR, THE COMMAND IS PREPARED FOR THE CEREMONY.  

The Brigade Commander will return his salute and go to order arms.  

The COT will then execute order arms, face about and command “ORDER ARMS”.
COT:
Once the Units are at order arms the COT commands “COLORS CENTER MARCH”
HONORS TO THE NATIONS

COT:  Once on line with the Company Commanders, the CSM Sadler gives the command “MARK TIME, HALT”.

Once the Colors have moved forward and halts, the COT faces about, salutes and informs the Brigade Commander, “SIR, THE COLORS ARE PRESENT”.

CG:  Responds with “TAKE YOUR POST”.

COT steps to his right as in marching and assumes his post, he commands “PRESENT ARMS  
All commanders salute and Gideon Bearers execute present Gideon.

NATIONAL ANTHEM

Narrator:
After all units are at present arms

“LADIES AND GENTLEMAN, PLEASE STAND FOR THE PLAYING OF THE NATIONAL ANTHEM OF THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA."
BAND:  Play national anthem.

Narrator:
When COT comes to ORDER ARMS: 

“LADIES AND GENTLEMEN, PLEASE BE SEATED”

COT:  Executes order arms, command “BN ORDER ARMS” and faces about.

CASING/UNCASING OF THE COLORS (Outgoing)

The Commanders move forward to the colors.  CSM (name) moves around the colors with the case for his colors.  The Official Party moves forward and halts.  BN CDR is in front of the colors.  

BN CDR:  Commands “PRESENT ARMS” to the BN Color SGT.

The Color SGT dips the BNColors.  CSM (name) and BN Commander (name) assisted by the Color SGT will begin casing the colors.

Once the colors are cased, CSM (name) gives the command “ORDER ARMS.

BN CDR will reassume his position next to COL Harris and CSM (name) returns to his position.

CASING/UNCASING OF THE COLORS (Incoming)

CSM (name) moves around to the front of his colors.  Incoming BN CDR (name) moves forward and halts.   

Once in front of the colors, Incoming BN CDR commands “PRESENT ARMS” to the BN Color SGT.

The color SGT dips the Colors.  CSM (name) and Incoming BN CDR (name) assisted by the Color SGT begin uncasing the colors.  

Once the colors are uncased, CSM (name) gives the command “ORDER ARMS”.

Incoming BN CDR (name) will assume his position next to the Brigade Commander and CSM (name) returns to his position.

Once all CMD are back in position BN CDR (name) will give the command “ABOUT FACE, FORWARD MARCH”.

The Official Party will return to their original position.  Once at their original position, BN CDR will give the command “ABOUT FACE”.

COT: Will then command “BN PARADE REST”

NOTE:  Speeches are limited to 3 minutes for BN Commanders and 5 minutes for Brigade Commander.

FOLLOWING THE REMARKS:  COT commands “ATTENTION”.

Narrator: “LADIES AND GENTLEMEN WILL YOU PLEASE STAND FOR THE PLAYING OF THE ARMY SONG”.

Upon completion of the Army Song the COT salutes the Brigade Commander, “SIR, THIS COMPLETES THE CEREMONY”.

Brigade Commander returns the salute.
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
