5988 Flow and how to scrub a 5988E

1. Soldier performs PMCS on the vehicle and finds his light bulb is burned out in the front headlight.

2. He identifies it as PMCS check #1 in the 10 level manuals.

3. He enters it on the 5988E under the Maintenance Faults section:

4. After the PMCS is completed, the soldier takes the 5988 to his supervisor.  The supervisor takes it to the mechanic and the part is verified and an NSN (national stock number) is added to the corrective action area:

5. The mechanic takes the 5988 to the PLL (ULLS) clerk for entry into the system.

6. Two things happen here: The Item number is replaced with the fault # and the NSN is moved to the Parts Requested Area.  ( The Fault number is used by the mechanics to ID the part in the manuals)

7. The part request does two things at this point.  The request is put into a holding pattern until the financial approval is received.  The ULLS clerk can send the computer transmission to put the part on order, but until the Commander’s financial report is signed and he tells the computer that it’s paid for, then the part is not really on order.  The two separate parts are called the SAMS and SARRS blasts.  

8. After about two to three days, the computer will generate a status telling the mechanics where the part is and what date the part last had action done on it:

· The two letters prior to the date in the status column is the status code.  Of the two pages of possible codes, here are some of the common ones:

· BA

part in the system, headed your way

· BB

part making its way up the chain for supply action

· BD

part delayed at higher level of supply

· CA

part canceled

9. If there is no status after 3-4 days, then there is a problem and the mechanics should work with the ULLS clerk to find the problem.

10. Once the part arrives, the ULLS clerks will enter the part into the ULLS box and the part  is installed. Once the part is replaced, the fault and part ordered should be dropped from the 5988E.

11. If the fault requires a job order(LRUs, transmissions, engines) the mechanics will work with the Direct support section(404th CAV Support Team) and a job order will be entered into the Corrective Action block of the Maintenance Faults section:

12. Most common problems:

Improper Description or no verification



The description in the faults section was unclear or unreadable

No parts ordered



Fault entered into computer but no parts placed on order;




Mechanics need to look up parts and ensure clerk is entering parts

No status (Parts on order with NSN but does not come in)



ULLS computer problem;




Cancel requisition and reorder part….Ensure proper BLAST

Parts arrived, installed, and left on 5988E



Remove fault and parts ordered

Vehicles left in Deadlined status



Ensure corrective action is complete, and faults properly removed from ULLS 

13. Quick Scrub:

a. Ensure for every fault there is a part on order.  Item numbers should match in the Maintenance Faults and Parts Requested columns.

b. Ensure for job order items, there is a job order in corrective action area

c. When parts arrive, the date shows up in the Date Comp column.  Install parts and remove fault from computer.

d. Ensure parts ordered match fault (i.e., a light bulb will not fix a sponson box crack).

e. Send up the red flag if several days have passed and no status appears in the Status Date column when parts are placed on order.

14. Scrub every week to make sure your sh-t is straight and you have the parts on hand to do the job.  When operators tell you that the part has been on order for a month……

then they need to get this class.
